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Oral health of 5-year-old children

This profile describes the oral health of 5-year-
olds living in Leicestershire. It uses data from
the National Dental Epidemiology Programme
2019 survey of 5-year-old children?.
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The profile is designed to help local
government and health services improve the
oral health and wellbeing of children and tackle
health inequalities.

In Leicestershire 1,781 5-year-olds (approximately 73.3% of those sampled) were examined at
school by trained and calibrated examiners using the national standard method?.

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Summary

In Leicestershire average levels of dental decay are lower than the average for England.
However, within Leicestershire there are areas where there are higher than average levels of
experience of dental decay. At lower-tier local authority level, children living in Charnwood
have the highest levels of experience of dental decay. Within Charnwood, the highest levels of
experience of dental decay are clustered around the wards of Loughborough Ashby,
Loughborough Hastings, Loughborough Lemyngton and Queniborough.
