GG – I’m in Bradford with Jon Bradnum of the Youth Justice Board. Jon, would you like to tell me what you thought of Bradford’s project please ?
JB – Yes, certainly. We at the Youth Justice Board have been very impressed with Bradford and their ability to look at their data, analyse it and more importantly learn lessons, which of course influences future workstreams and practices. 

So we’re very familiar with the what the board at Bradford have been doing with CACI, which fits of course with the YJB (Youth Justice Board)’s three outcome measures.  They are: reduction of custody numbers, reduction of first time entrants and reducing re-offending. 

The data that’s been crunched and analysed through this project has been very useful in pin-pointing where the wins are, how they can improve on those outcome measures, and continue with the successes that they have already demonstrated. 

There is a quote here that I’ll read out from a quarterly review report about Bradford because this fits very much:

“Bradford has a proven track record of producing and analysing data, learning lessons and  being proactive in terms of service development. Recent examples being the understanding of reducing breach, ethnicity, neighborhoods and the work around younger offenders.”
So from a youth justice board’s point of view, I would encourage anyone watching this clip to look at the report, read the report and look more closely at your own (if you are in the criminal justice area) data, what’s it telling you and how can you develop your own practices further.
